Also included with the placement of the new HDPE line, but not limited to, the construction of a new
concrete headwall at outfall of drain pipe, placement of coffer dam and dewatering of work zone, energy dissipation
measures, new gate valve, new gravel surfacing, minor clearing and grubbing and landscape restoration all as
required for a complete installation of the new HDPE liner as identified within the Specifications and as shown on
the project Drawings.
