 The City Council and the Urban Renewal Agency of the City of Newport met in a joint 
meeting on the above date in the Council Chambers of the Newport City Hall. On roll 
call, Beemer, Allen, Bertuleit, Brusselback, McConnell, Roumagoux, and Sawyer were 
present. 
 Staff present was City Manager Voetberg, City Recorder Hawker, Community 
Development Director Tokos, Public Works Director Gross, Parks and Recreation 
Director Protiva, and Police Chief Miranda. 
 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
 
 Everyone participated in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS AND APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA 
 
 McConnell recommended adding Item C. to Discussion Items and Presentations to 
hear a draft report from the Port of Newport Task Force on pedestrian safety. He further 
recommended that Action Item B. be moved to Public Hearing C. 
 

CONSENT CALENDAR 
 
 The consent calendar consisted of the following items: 
 

 A. Approval of City Council minutes from the regular City Council meeting of October 
 15, 2012, the Special City Council meeting of October 23, 2012, the Town Hall 
 meeting of October 29, 2012, and the Urban Renewal meeting of September 17, 
 2012; 

 B. OLCC license approval – Cobblestone Pizza. 
 

 MOTION was made by Beemer, seconded by Brusselback, to approve the consent 
calendar with the changes to the minutes as noted by Allen. The motion carried 
unanimously in a voice vote. 
 

PROCLAMATIONS 
 
 McConnell proclaimed the month of November, 2012 as Buy Local Month in the City 
of Newport. Guy Faust, from Oregon Coast Community College, accepted the 
proclamation. 
 McConnell acknowledged the altruistic work of A.B.A.T.E. in the City of Newport. The 
proclamation was accepted by Jim Protiva, Parks and Recreation Director for the City of 
Newport. Protiva noted that the proclamation would be given to A.B.A.T.E. at the 
Thanksgiving dinner for local seniors. 



OFFICER’S REPORTS 
 

 Mayor’s Report. McConnell reported that he participated in a panel discussion with 
OMSI in preparation for the fundraising and community outreach associated with the 
marine science camp. 
 McConnell noted that he attended the recent Oyster Cloyster fundraiser for the 
Oregon Coast Community College. 
 McConnell reported that there was a good turnout with good feedback at the recent 
Town Hall meeting.  
 McConnell noted that the ribbon cutting for the new water treatment plant was held 
earlier today. He thanked the voters who helped pass the bond issue; the Task Force; 
and staff. 
 McConnell appointed Alisha Kern to the Parks and Recreation Committee. MOTION 
was made by Brusselback, seconded by Roumagoux, to ratify the Mayor’s appointment. 
The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. 
 
 City Manager’s Report. Voetberg reported that the fire departments/districts of North 
Lincoln, Central Coast, Depoe Bay, and Newport continue to meet monthly to discuss 
potential collaborations. He added that he anticipates preliminary documents regarding 
the collaboration of administrative functions to be presented at the next meeting. 
 Voetberg reported that the packet contains a petition from Greg Carpenter regarding 
the initiation of the nuisance abatement process on a number of properties. He added 
that the Municipal Code states that if the city becomes aware of a nuisance and does 
not begin the abatement process within 30 days, that Council can initiate the process. 
Miranda reported that the list submitted by Carpenter has been prioritized, and therefore 
the process has begun. Sawyer asked whether Carpenter had been notified of this 
information, and Miranda reported that Carpenter has been sent a copy of the log and 
will be updated monthly. Allen noted that there is no place in the code that defines what 
is involved with initiating the nuisance process. He added that he is not sure that logging 
complaints is initiating the nuisance process. Miranda confirmed that in the future, he 
will do what is reasonable under the circumstances. 
 Voetberg reported that the capital projects update is included in the packet. Gross 
updated Council on the status of the Big Creek Road repair. 
 Voetberg reviewed the timeline for the plastic bag election, noting that Council will 
receive a draft ordinance at the beginning of next year. Allen noted that the draft 
ordinance should be based on the Corvallis ordinance; replacing Corvallis with Newport. 
It was noted that once anything is drafted, it will need a legal review. 
 It was agreed to hold one Council meeting in December, and that it be on the 17th. 
 Sawyer asked what mechanism could be put in place so that Council is advised of 
the status of lawsuits. Voetberg reported that the Reno case is the only lawsuit in which 
the city is involved, and that CIS is handling it. Sawyer stated that Council should 
receive an e-mail when something happens with this case. 
 

DISCUSSION ITEMS AND PRESENTATIONS 
 
 Library Foundation Proposal. Carol Ruggeri, representing the Library Board of 
Trustees, introduced Board Members, Michele Longo Eder, Patti Littlehales, and Chuck 



Norman. Ruggeri talked about the importance of the Library to the city, and reviewed 
Library statistics. She reported that the Board is planning to commission a strategic 
plan, costing approximately $70,000, that would include a community survey; space 
needs analysis; and a technology review. She stated that three grants have been 
identified to partially fund the plan, and asked for a commitment from the city to help pay 
for part of the strategic plan, adding that this would show support from the city. She 
requested that the 2013/2014 budget include $30,000 to pay for part of the strategic 
plan. Allen noted that Council can commit to bringing it to the attention of the Budget 
Committee to debate the issue and deliberate on whether to include the monies in the 
recommended budget. Staff was encouraged to place this expense in the upcoming 
proposed budget. 
 
 First Quarter Financial Report. Voetberg reported that the first quarter financial 
report is included in the packet. He noted that everything looks fine, and there is nothing 
to be concerned with at this time. McConnell noted that the facilities and grounds 
maintenance expenses are projected to end up over budget, and expressed hope that 
the city allows more money for this function in the future. Gross noted that staff will do 
what is necessary and let the costs be as they are, as there is not enough money to 
perform even basic maintenance. 
 
 Update on Work of Port of Newport Pedestrian Safety Task Force. Doug Wills and 
Oly Olson, members of the Port of Newport’s Pedestrian/Vehicle Safety Plan Task 
Force, updated Council on the work of the Task Force, including recommendations to 
ODOT, the city, and ultimately the county.  Mike Peterson addressed Council regarding 
a letter he had written to the city, and asked whether he could expect a response. He 
also asked whether Moore Drive is a designated a truck route and if not, whether it will 
be designated such in the future. Allen noted that he would look at Peterson’s letter, and 
he invited Peterson to the November 14 meeting of the Task Force. 
 

PUBLIC HEARINGS 
 
 Continued Public Hearing and Potential Adoption of Ordinance No. 2044, an 
Ordinance Repealing and Replacing Ordinance No. 2018, Vacating SE 1st Street from 
SE Avery Street to South Coast Highway and Declaring an Emergency. Tokos reported 
that this is the continued public hearing regarding whether it is in the public interest to 
repeal and replace Ordinance No. 2018 which vacated a portion of SE 1st Street. He 
added that the ordinance is set for emergency adoption as a consequence of the late 
date at which the issues necessitating this action were brought to the attention of the 
property owner and city. He noted that neither the applicant nor the applicant’s attorney 
was able to attend this hearing. He explained that Ordinance No. 2018 was adopted by 
Council on July 18, 2011, vacating the right-of-way effective upon several conditions; 
one of which required issuance of a certificate of occupancy for the Walgreen’s store. 
The property owner informed the city that the lender it is using to finance construction of 
the store is concerned about lending funds for work within a right-of-way that does not 
vacate until a certificate of occupancy is issued. To resolve this issue, the property 
owner has requested that the city repeal and replace Ordinance No. 2018, to 
immediately vacate the right-of-way. Concurrent with this action, the property owner 



proposes to enter into an improvement agreement with the city to guarantee that the 
right-of-way would be rededicated and street rebuilt if the Walgreen’s store is not 
constructed. Tokos responded to Council questions. 
 McConnell called for public comment. There was none. 
 McConnell closed the public hearing for Council deliberation at 7:30 P.M. 
 MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by Beemer, to read Ordinance No. 2044, 
an ordinance repealing and replacing Ordinance No. 2018, vacating that portion of SE 
1st Street from SE Avery Street to South Coast Highway, and declaring an emergency, 
by title only, and place for final passage. Tokos recommended that the motion include a 
stipulation that a deed be prepared for rededicating the right-of-way, and that that deed 
be placed in escrow with instructions for rededication if the terms of the agreement are 
not met, and that all costs are to be borne by the applicant. Council agreed to include 
Tokos’ recommendation as a part of the motion. The motion carried unanimously in a 
voice vote. Voetberg read the title of Ordinance No. 2044. Voting aye on the adoption of 
Ordinance No. 2044 were Sawyer, Roumagoux, Brusselback, McConnell, Bertuleit, 
Beemer, and Allen. 
 
 Public Hearing and Possible Adoption of Ordinance No. 2046 and Resolution No. 
3617 Renaming 95.86 Acres of City Land as a “Forest Park” and Establishing 
Management Strategies for the Park. McConnell opened the public hearing at 7:34 P.M. 
Tokos reported that the issue before Council is consideration of Ordinance No. 2046, 
renaming 95.86 acres of city-owned land south of Anderson Creek and east of Big 
Creek Road as a “Forest Park.” He added that Resolution No. 3617 outlines 
management strategies for the property that clarify what it means for the property to 
have this designation. He noted that the Planning Commission had held a public hearing 
and found that the city criteria for renaming public property had been met and that a 
“Forest Park” designation for this property is appropriate. He added that the Planning 
Commission had also endorsed management strategies directed at maintaining the 
property in a natural state to the extent possible. He noted that the Parks and 
Recreation Committee considered the proposal and provided a favorable 
recommendation to the City Council. He recommended that Council accept the 
recommendations from the Planning Commission and Parks and Recreation 
Committee. Tokos responded to Council questions. 
 McConnell called for public comment. 
 Mark Saelens, a board member of the Oregon Coast Community Forest Association, 
introduced Chuck Willer and Don Andre, also board members. They spoke in support of 
Ordinance No. 2046 and Resolution No. 3617. Allen asked whether volunteer groups 
undertaking activities on behalf of the city would be entering into agreements with the 
city.  Saelens reported that initial volunteer efforts would be an expansion of what is 
already being done at Forest Park. He added that OCCFA just obtained insurance for 
the organization and its volunteers. McConnell noted that the city has an Adopt-A-Park 
program in place. A discussion ensued regarding public infrastructure, and a potential 
extension of Harney Street, and Tokos noted that there are other options that would not 
impact the “Forest Park” designation.  
 McConnell closed the public hearing at 7:50 P.M. for Council deliberation. 
 MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by Brusselback, to read Ordinance No. 
2046, an ordinance renaming 95.86 acres of city-owned land south of Anderson Creek 



and east of Big Creek Road as a “Forest Park,” by title only, and place for final passage. 
The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. Voetberg read the title of Ordinance 
No. 2046. Voting aye on the adoption of Ordinance No. 2046 were Allen, Beemer, 
Bertuleit, McConnell, Brusselback, Roumagoux, and Sawyer. 
 MOTION was made by Beemer, seconded by Roumagoux, to adopt Resolution No. 
3617, establishing a management strategy for Forest Park. The motion carried 
unanimously in a voice vote. 
 
 Continued Public Hearing and Possible Adoption of Revisions to the Newport 
Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Ordinance Related to the City’s Transportation System 
Plan and Creation of an Alternate Mobility Standard for US 101 in South Beach. Tokos 
reported that the issue before Council is consideration of whether it is in the public 
interest to amend the Transportation System Plan element of the Newport 
Comprehensive Plan to set out a policy framework in support of an alternate mobility 
standard for US 101 south of the Yaquina Bay Bridge. He explained that an alternate 
mobility standard is a tool that the Oregon Department of Transportation can use to 
allow more vehicle trips to be generated onto US 101 than is permissible under current 
state law. He added that the alternate mobility standard would be put in place by the 
Oregon Highway Commission once the city and county adopt the proposed 
amendments. He stated that in addition to amendments to the Newport Comprehensive 
Plan, the Zoning Code will be amended to establish a trip budget program for South 
Beach, citywide traffic impact analysis requirements, and citywide transportation 
improvement requirements for infill development. He noted that functional classification 
maps of the city’s road network and future city transportation project priorities/cost 
estimates have also been updated. He reported that a detailed explanation of this issue 
was provided at the October 15 City Council meeting. He noted that one outstanding 
issue to be resolved, from the October 15 meeting, was how to address the 2007 
Settlement Agreement that established the number of new vehicle trips that could be 
generated from Landwaves, Inc. and GVR Investments properties onto US 101 at SE 
40th Street. He stated that the properties will retain a right to these trips for a period of 
ten years from the dates that the subdivision or partition plats were approved placing the 
parcels or lots into their current configuration. He noted that the methodology for 
calculating the number of trips under the new alternative mobility standard is different 
than the methodology used in the Settlement Agreement, but that this issue has been 
reconciled. He added that Landwaves, Inc. attorney has expressed written support for 
this approach, but there is a minor discrepancy between the letter and proposed 
ordinance in terms of the number of trips the city will reserve for Landwaves, Inc. 
properties. He stated that this discrepancy is the result of a math error in the letter from 
Landwaves, Inc. attorney, but that the attorney has expressed to staff that they are 
comfortable with the trip figures contained in the ordinance. He noted that a revised 
copy of the ordinance was distributed to Council this evening. Tokos responded to 
Council questions. 
 McConnell called for public comment. 
 Oly Olson asked whether action item number 14 is in the new TSP, and Tokos 
responded that it continues. McConnell noted that he had asked similar questions, and 
Tokos noted that most of the outreach was conducted in South Beach because that is 



where the new projects were added, although the north side was cleaned up by adding 
updated cost estimates and eliminating completed projects. 
 McConnell closed the public hearing for Council deliberation at 7:59 P.M. 
 MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by Beemer, to read Ordinance No. 2045, 
an ordinance that repeals and replaces the Transportation System Plan element of the 
Newport Comprehensive and amends related provisions of the Newport Zoning and 
Subdivision Codes, by title only, and place for final passage. And, further that this 
ordinance shall be subject to review by the City Attorney prior to signature by the Mayor. 
The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. Voetberg read the title of Ordinance 
No. 2045. Voting aye on the adoption of Ordinance No. 2045 were Sawyer, Roumagoux, 
Brusselback, McConnell, Bertuleit, Beemer, and Allen. 
 MOTION was made by Beemer, seconded by Brusselback, to adopt Resolution No. 
3616, a resolution establishing a fee for preparing trip assessment and vesting letters 
and reviewing traffic impact analysis required by Ordinance No. 2045. The motion 
carried unanimously in a voice vote. 
 

ACTION ITEMS 
 
    Authorization to Proceed with Interim Improvements to Safe Haven Hill. Tokos 
reported that the issue before the Council and Urban Renewal Agency is whether it is in 
the public interest to allocate up to $20,000 of budgeted South Beach Urban Renewal 
Funds to make basic access improvements to Safe Haven Hill while the city awaits a 
decision from FEMA on its grant proposal to construct more permanent improvements. 
MOTION was made by Brusselback, seconded by Beemer, that the City Council and 
Urban Renewal Agency authorize the expenditure of up to $20,000 of budgeted South 
Beach Urban Renewal funds for construction of basic access improvements at Safe 
Haven Hill. The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. 
 
 Consideration of Resolution No. 3613 Authorizing the Establishment of a Health 
Reimbursement Arrangement/Voluntary Employees’ Beneficiary Association (HRA-
VEBA) Plan. Voetberg reported that the issue before Council is the adoption of 
Resolution No. 3613 which would establish a Health Reimbursement 
Arrangement/Voluntary Employees’ Beneficiary Association (HRA-VEBA) Plan, for 
employees who are not legally allowed to have a Health Saving Account (HSA). 
MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by Beemer, to adopt Resolution No. 3613 
establishing a Health Reimbursement Arrangement/Voluntary Employees’ Beneficiary 
Association Plan. The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. 
 
 Consideration of a Tourism Marketing Grant for the Newport Celtic Festival and 
Highland Games. Voetberg reported that the issue before Council is consideration of a 
tourism marketing grant application from the Celtic Heritage Alliance, in the amount of 
$5,000, for assistance with marketing for the 2013 Newport Celtic Festival and Highland 
Games. It was noted that the Destination Newport Committee was recommending 
favorable action on the request. MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by Beemer, 
to approve the tourism marketing grant fund application, submitted by the Celtic 
Heritage Alliance, for assistance with marketing and advertising for the Newport Celtic 



Festival and Highland Games, in the amount of $5,000. The motion carried unanimously 
in a voice vote. 
 
 Consideration of a Contract with the Newport News-Times for Print/Outdoor 
Marketing Production. Voetberg reported that the issue before Council is the 
consideration of a print/outdoor marketing production services. It was noted that the 
proposal was reviewed and recommended by the Destination Newport Committee. 
MOTION was made by Beemer, seconded by Sawyer, to approve the print/outdoor 
marketing production services with the Newport News-Times, in the amount of $15,000. 
The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. 
 
 Consideration of a Contract with CBS Outdoor Billboard. Voetberg reported that the 
issue before Council is consideration of a billboard located on Highway 18, facing east, 
in Grand Ronde, Oregon. It was noted that the proposal was reviewed and 
recommended by the Destination Newport Committee. MOTION was made by Bertuleit, 
seconded by Brusselback, to approve the billboard location at Highway 18, in Grand 
Ronde, Oregon, with CBS Outdoor and enter into an agreement in the amount of 
$14,000. The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. 
 
 Consideration of Ratification of Collective Bargaining Agreement with the Newport 
Police Association, and Potential Additional Compensation for Non-Represented 
Employees. Voetberg reported that the issue before Council is consideration of 
ratification of the collective bargaining agreement with the Newport Police Association, 
and consideration of potential additional compensation for non-represented employees. 
He reviewed highlights of the tentative agreement and responded to Council questions. 
Allen noted that he believed that staff was trying to get all employees onto the high 
deductible health insurance plan. He asked what the thinking is about having a large 
group of employees on a different health insurance plan. Voetberg noted that it was very 
important to the NPA to not change health insurance plans. Allen asked about the 
cumulative impact of the NPA not going with the high deductible plan. Bertuleit noted 
that the issue can be revisited. MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by 
Roumagoux, to ratify the collective bargaining agreement between the city and the 
Newport Police Association, as presented, and authorize the City Manager to execute 
the agreement on behalf of the city. Allen stated that he would vote in favor of the 
motion with the hope and anticipation that a resolution be reached with the NPA 
because it is important that all employees are on the same plan. Bertuleit stated that he 
supports Allen’s position. The motion carried in a voice vote with McConnell voting no. 
Allen asked for the yearly financial impact of the NPA insurance costs. 
 Allen noted that there are two issues related to non-represented employees; one is 
and additional one percent COLA; and the other is free access to the recreation center 
by employees and families. It was noted that the recreation center benefit is already in 
place for the Fire Department and the just adopted NPA agreement. Voetberg 
suggested that if this benefit is important to the NEA, it could be a negotiation strategy to 
get something back from the NEA, particularly who has ability to determine whether 
comp time is granted. Voetberg noted that the budgetary impact is small enough that it 
can be covered and is fair to the non-represented employees. MOTION was made by 
Allen, seconded by Beemer, to authorize a one percent COLA, effective January 1, 



2013, for non-represented employees, representing the difference between the 2012-
2013 COLA given to the city’s three bargaining units less what has already been given; 
and further move to allow non-represented employees and their families free access to 
the city’s recreation facilities. The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote.

DISCUSSION ITEMS AND PRESENTATIONS 
 
 Library Foundation Proposal. Carol Ruggeri, representing the Library Board of 
Trustees, introduced Board Members, Michele Longo Eder, Patti Littlehales, and Chuck 



Norman. Ruggeri talked about the importance of the Library to the city, and reviewed 
Library statistics. She reported that the Board is planning to commission a strategic 
plan, costing approximately $70,000, that would include a community survey; space 
needs analysis; and a technology review. She stated that three grants have been 
identified to partially fund the plan, and asked for a commitment from the city to help pay 
for part of the strategic plan, adding that this would show support from the city. She 
requested that the 2013/2014 budget include $30,000 to pay for part of the strategic 
plan. Allen noted that Council can commit to bringing it to the attention of the Budget 
Committee to debate the issue and deliberate on whether to include the monies in the 
recommended budget. Staff was encouraged to place this expense in the upcoming 
proposed budget. 
 
 First Quarter Financial Report. Voetberg reported that the first quarter financial 
report is included in the packet. He noted that everything looks fine, and there is nothing 
to be concerned with at this time. McConnell noted that the facilities and grounds 
maintenance expenses are projected to end up over budget, and expressed hope that 
the city allows more money for this function in the future. Gross noted that staff will do 
what is necessary and let the costs be as they are, as there is not enough money to 
perform even basic maintenance. 
 
 Update on Work of Port of Newport Pedestrian Safety Task Force. Doug Wills and 
Oly Olson, members of the Port of Newport’s Pedestrian/Vehicle Safety Plan Task 
Force, updated Council on the work of the Task Force, including recommendations to 
ODOT, the city, and ultimately the county.  Mike Peterson addressed Council regarding 
a letter he had written to the city, and asked whether he could expect a response. He 
also asked whether Moore Drive is a designated a truck route and if not, whether it will 
be designated such in the future. Allen noted that he would look at Peterson’s letter, and 
he invited Peterson to the November 14 meeting of the Task Force. 
 

PUBLIC HEARINGS 
 
 Continued Public Hearing and Potential Adoption of Ordinance No. 2044, an 
Ordinance Repealing and Replacing Ordinance No. 2018, Vacating SE 1st Street from 
SE Avery Street to South Coast Highway and Declaring an Emergency. Tokos reported 
that this is the continued public hearing regarding whether it is in the public interest to 
repeal and replace Ordinance No. 2018 which vacated a portion of SE 1st Street. He 
added that the ordinance is set for emergency adoption as a consequence of the late 
date at which the issues necessitating this action were brought to the attention of the 
property owner and city. He noted that neither the applicant nor the applicant’s attorney 
was able to attend this hearing. He explained that Ordinance No. 2018 was adopted by 
Council on July 18, 2011, vacating the right-of-way effective upon several conditions; 
one of which required issuance of a certificate of occupancy for the Walgreen’s store. 
The property owner informed the city that the lender it is using to finance construction of 
the store is concerned about lending funds for work within a right-of-way that does not 
vacate until a certificate of occupancy is issued. To resolve this issue, the property 
owner has requested that the city repeal and replace Ordinance No. 2018, to 
immediately vacate the right-of-way. Concurrent with this action, the property owner 



proposes to enter into an improvement agreement with the city to guarantee that the 
right-of-way would be rededicated and street rebuilt if the Walgreen’s store is not 
constructed. Tokos responded to Council questions. 
 McConnell called for public comment. There was none. 
 McConnell closed the public hearing for Council deliberation at 7:30 P.M. 
 MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by Beemer, to read Ordinance No. 2044, 
an ordinance repealing and replacing Ordinance No. 2018, vacating that portion of SE 
1st Street from SE Avery Street to South Coast Highway, and declaring an emergency, 
by title only, and place for final passage. Tokos recommended that the motion include a 
stipulation that a deed be prepared for rededicating the right-of-way, and that that deed 
be placed in escrow with instructions for rededication if the terms of the agreement are 
not met, and that all costs are to be borne by the applicant. Council agreed to include 
Tokos’ recommendation as a part of the motion. The motion carried unanimously in a 
voice vote. Voetberg read the title of Ordinance No. 2044. Voting aye on the adoption of 
Ordinance No. 2044 were Sawyer, Roumagoux, Brusselback, McConnell, Bertuleit, 
Beemer, and Allen. 
 
 Public Hearing and Possible Adoption of Ordinance No. 2046 and Resolution No. 
3617 Renaming 95.86 Acres of City Land as a “Forest Park” and Establishing 
Management Strategies for the Park. McConnell opened the public hearing at 7:34 P.M. 
Tokos reported that the issue before Council is consideration of Ordinance No. 2046, 
renaming 95.86 acres of city-owned land south of Anderson Creek and east of Big 
Creek Road as a “Forest Park.” He added that Resolution No. 3617 outlines 
management strategies for the property that clarify what it means for the property to 
have this designation. He noted that the Planning Commission had held a public hearing 
and found that the city criteria for renaming public property had been met and that a 
“Forest Park” designation for this property is appropriate. He added that the Planning 
Commission had also endorsed management strategies directed at maintaining the 
property in a natural state to the extent possible. He noted that the Parks and 
Recreation Committee considered the proposal and provided a favorable 
recommendation to the City Council. He recommended that Council accept the 
recommendations from the Planning Commission and Parks and Recreation 
Committee.

 McConnell called for public comment. 
 Mark Saelens, a board member of the Oregon Coast Community Forest Association, 
introduced Chuck Willer and Don Andre, also board members. They spoke in support of 
Ordinance No. 2046 and Resolution No. 3617.

 Continued Public Hearing and Possible Adoption of Revisions to the Newport 
Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Ordinance Related to the City’s Transportation System 
Plan and Creation of an Alternate Mobility Standard for US 101 in South Beach. Tokos 
reported that the issue before Council is consideration of whether it is in the public 
interest to amend the Transportation System Plan element of the Newport 
Comprehensive Plan to set out a policy framework in support of an alternate mobility 
standard for US 101 south of the Yaquina Bay Bridge. He explained that an alternate 
mobility standard is a tool that the Oregon Department of Transportation can use to 
allow more vehicle trips to be generated onto US 101 than is permissible under current 
state law. He added that the alternate mobility standard would be put in place by the 
Oregon Highway Commission once the city and county adopt the proposed 
amendments. He stated that in addition to amendments to the Newport Comprehensive 
Plan, the Zoning Code will be amended to establish a trip budget program for South 
Beach, citywide traffic impact analysis requirements, and citywide transportation 
improvement requirements for infill development. He noted that functional classification 
maps of the city’s road network and future city transportation project priorities/cost 
estimates have also been updated. He reported that a detailed explanation of this issue 
was provided at the October 15 City Council meeting.

He noted that the methodology for 
calculating the number of trips under the new alternative mobility standard is different 
than the methodology used in the Settlement Agreement, but that this issue has been 
reconciled. He added that Landwaves, Inc. attorney has expressed written support for 
this approach, but there is a minor discrepancy between the letter and proposed 
ordinance in terms of the number of trips the city will reserve for Landwaves, Inc. 
properties. He stated that this discrepancy is the result of a math error in the letter from 
Landwaves, Inc. attorney, but that the attorney has expressed to staff that they are 
comfortable with the trip figures contained in the ordinance. He noted that a revised 
copy of the ordinance was distributed to Council this evening. Tokos responded to 
Council questions. 
 McConnell called for public comment. 
 Oly Olson asked whether action item number 14 is in the new TSP, and Tokos 
responded that it continues. McConnell noted that he had asked similar questions, and 
Tokos noted that most of the outreach was conducted in South Beach because that is 



where the new projects were added, although the north side was cleaned up by adding 
updated cost estimates and eliminating completed projects. 
 McConnell closed the public hearing for Council deliberation at 7:59 P.M. 
 MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by Beemer, to read Ordinance No. 2045, 
an ordinance that repeals and replaces the Transportation System Plan element of the 
Newport Comprehensive and amends related provisions of the Newport Zoning and 
Subdivision Codes, by title only, and place for final passage. And, further that this 
ordinance shall be subject to review by the City Attorney prior to signature by the Mayor. 
The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. Voetberg read the title of Ordinance 
No. 2045. Voting aye on the adoption of Ordinance No. 2045 were Sawyer, Roumagoux, 
Brusselback, McConnell, Bertuleit, Beemer, and Allen. 
 MOTION was made by Beemer, seconded by Brusselback, to adopt Resolution No. 
3616, a resolution establishing a fee for preparing trip assessment and vesting letters 
and reviewing traffic impact analysis required by Ordinance No. 2045. The motion 
carried unanimously in a voice vote. 
 

ACTION ITEMS 
 
    Authorization to Proceed with Interim Improvements to Safe Haven Hill. Tokos 
reported that the issue before the Council and Urban Renewal Agency is whether it is in 
the public interest to allocate up to $20,000 of budgeted South Beach Urban Renewal 
Funds to make basic access improvements to Safe Haven Hill while the city awaits a 
decision from FEMA on its grant proposal to construct more permanent improvements. 
MOTION was made by Brusselback, seconded by Beemer, that the City Council and 
Urban Renewal Agency authorize the expenditure of up to $20,000 of budgeted South 
Beach Urban Renewal funds for construction of basic access improvements at Safe 
Haven Hill. The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. 
 
 Consideration of Resolution No. 3613 Authorizing the Establishment of a Health 
Reimbursement Arrangement/Voluntary Employees’ Beneficiary Association (HRA-
VEBA) Plan. Voetberg reported that the issue before Council is the adoption of 
Resolution No. 3613 which would establish a Health Reimbursement 
Arrangement/Voluntary Employees’ Beneficiary Association (HRA-VEBA) Plan, for 
employees who are not legally allowed to have a Health Saving Account (HSA). 
MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by Beemer, to adopt Resolution No. 3613 
establishing a Health Reimbursement Arrangement/Voluntary Employees’ Beneficiary 
Association Plan. The motion carried unanimously in a voice vote. 
 
 Consideration of a Tourism Marketing Grant for the Newport Celtic Festival and 
Highland Games.

$5,000, for assistance with marketing for the 2013 Newport Celtic Festival and Highland 
Games.

MOTION was made by Sawyer, seconded by Beemer, 
to approve the tourism marketing grant fund application, submitted by the Celtic

It was noted that the 
proposal was reviewed and recommended by the Destination Newport Committee. 
MOTION was made by Beemer, seconded by Sawyer, to approve the print/outdoor 
marketing production services with the Newport News-Times, in the amount of $15,000.

Voetberg reported that the 
issue before Council is consideration of a billboard located on Highway 18, facing east, 
in Grand Ronde, Oregon. It was noted that the proposal was reviewed and 
recommended by the Destination Newport Committee. MOTION was made by Bertuleit, 
seconded by Brusselback, to approve the billboard location at Highway 18, in Grand 
Ronde, Oregon, with CBS Outdoor and enter into an agreement in the amount of

Manager’s Report 
Meeting of November 19, 2012 

 
 
Following is the Manager’s Report for the City Council meeting of November 19, 2012: 
 
Suggestion/Concern/Complaint update: Attached for Council review is the current 
Suggestion/Concern/Complaint update.  The update covers citizen comments to staff, 
citizen comments brought to staff’s attention by Councilors, and citizen comments voiced 
at Council meetings.  Closed items over 30 days old have been dropped off the list.   
 
Department Monthly Reports:  Attached are monthly reports prepared by each 
department head briefly listing various activities that have occurred in their department 
over the past month.  The reports are not intended to be overly detailed, but provides 
general activities that have recently occurred.  
 
Retirement of Long-time Employee Jerry Sabanskas:  Long-time employee Jerry 
Sabanskas retired November 13th after working 30 years for the city.  As the city’s 
primary building maintenance person (and for many years the only building maintenance 
person), Jerry is to be recognized for his skills, knowledge and dedication to the city.  We 
wish Jerry all the best. 
 
Newport Police Association CBA:  Following is a response from David Marshall and 
myself to Councilor Allen’s question: 
 

Prior to last Monday's meeting, the council had been briefed by the city's 
labor negotiator on June 19 (Tues. at noon) as to the status of negotiations 
with the police bargaining unit.  This was done in executive session by 
teleconference in the city manager's conference room.  Four council 
members were present for this scheduled special meeting, and three were 
excused (Mark, Lon, and Sandy). 
 
In light of the health insurance plan issue with the police bargaining unit, 
as noted below, why wasn't an executive session scheduled before last 
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Monday's meeting to provide an opportunity to discuss this issue in a 
confidential setting with the city's labor negotiator? 

 
Recapping the NPA Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA) Timeline: 
 

• On March 19, 2012, Council went into executive session and provided direction 
to the City’s negotiating team of David Marshall and Frank Forbes. 

 
• On June 19, 2012, Council held an executive meeting and heard an update from 

the City’s negotiating team.  No change in direction was given to the team. 
 

• On August 20, 2012, the Council held an executive meeting and heard an update 
from the City’s negotiating team.  Negotiations were unsuccessful.  The Council 
was informed that as the NPA was a strike-prohibited-bargaining unit, the State’s 
labor process dictated binding arbitration, with both sides presenting a proposal 
and the arbitrator selecting one or the other.  As a part of the arbitration process, 
mediation using a State Mediator was the initial step. 

 
• A State Mediator was agreed to, Philip Johnson.  On September 4, 2012, Frank 

Forbes, on behalf of the City, provided background information to Mr. Johnson 
on the City’s position, which was the position authorized by Council. 

 
• In preparation of mediation and ultimate arbitration, if necessary, the City had a 

compensation study prepared by LGPI.  On September 11, 2012, the City 
received the study which showed areas of weaknesses such that LGPI 
representative Dana Bennett, who would have testified for the city in binding 
arbitration, believed the City’s current position (the position authorized by 
Council) would likely not be successful in arbitration.  

 
• On September 12, 2012, mediation occurred between the City and NPA.  After 

essentially no movement, the mediator began developing “What-If’s” between the 
two sides.  As the meditation continued, one of the “What-If’s” included a move 
off the V-A insurance plan, but not to the High Deductible plan.  The city’s team 
agreed to consider a move to something other than the High Deductible plan in 
recognition of the possibility of an unsuccessful arbitration due to: 

 
o Areas of weaknesses in our salary schedule as indicated in the recently 

completed compensation study. 
o A possible successful challenge to the City’s inability-to-pay argument. 
o Recent arbitration rulings that generally favored unions.   
 
At the end of the day, however, none of the “What-If’s” resulted in a tentative 
agreement.  A second mediation was scheduled for October 30, 2012. 

 
• During the week of October 22, 2012, a “What-If” was discussed between the 

city’s lead negotiator and the union’s lead negotiator.  By October 29th, a 



tentative agreement was reached that both negotiating teams, including the City, 
felt comfortable bringing to their governing bodies.  This tentative agreement was 
ultimately ratified by both the NPA union members and the City Council. 

 
To address Councilor Allen’s question, “Why wasn't an executive session scheduled 
before last Monday's meeting to provide an opportunity to discuss this issue in a 
confidential setting with the city's labor negotiator,” David Marshall and I offer the 
following: 
 

• Negotiations had been completed, and it was through the mediation process itself 
that changes from Council direction were considered and a tentative agreement 
reached.  Changes from Council direction reflected, in part, information received 
the previous day and recommendations from LGPI.  

• Both negotiating teams were aware that tentative agreements are subject to 
approval from their respective voting bodies, the NPA members for the Union and 
the City Council for the City.  The City’s negotiating team felt comfortable 
bringing the tentative agreement to Council given the lack of strength in the city’s 
original position and probable unsuccessful outcome in binding arbitration. 

• While the negotiating teams are themselves required to support the tentative 
agreement, this support does not guarantee ratification by the Union members nor 
approval by the City Council.  Because discussion and voting by the Council on a 
tentative agreement must be held during a public meeting, it was felt an executive 
session prior to Council consideration was unnecessary.

Week of October 29, 2012 

 
Following are various items and issues which the City has been involved with during the week of 
October 29, 2012.   
 
Airport Staff Meeting: Met with airport staff.  The airport is running smoothly and credit goes to 
Lance, Terry and Chuck.  Lance and Terry will be working with Finance to ensure our airport 
tenants are up to date on their rentals.  Engineering data gathering continues for the Runway 16/34 
project.     
 
Employee Soup and Chili Cook-Off:  Our employees held its first annual Soup and Chili Cook-Off 
on October 31st.  As Councilors Roumagoux and Beemer can attest, the food was great and the 
event was fun.  
 
Spooky Swim at the Pool:  The Pool held its annual Spooky Swim on October 29th.  A total of 74 
people attended.  On-deck games included putt-putt golf, ring toss and eye ball juice pong.  In pool 
games included basketball and diving for eye balls (the Pool has collected over 700 golf balls over 
the years and the pool staff have decorated to look like scary eyeballs).  This year the Pool saw a 
significant increase in swimmers under the age of 6 accompanied by parents or older siblings.  A 
great time was had by all.  Interestingly, almost all prizes and decorations for the event were 
purchased with money that the Pool collected from returning pop cans and bottles. 
 
Storm Drain Maintenance/Cleaning:  As the Fall rains and winds continue, Public Works is 
systematically inspecting and cleaning our storm drain catch basins.  Thanks to this proactive 
approach to storm drain maintenance, we have so far been able to handle the first heavy rains (I 
hope I didn’t just jinx us).   
 
Bayfront Town Hall Meeting:  I thought the Bayfront Town Hall meeting was well attended, with 
good information presented by staff and good comments from residents of this area.  
 
Lincoln County Fire Department/District Collaboration Meeting:  Newport Fire continues to work 
with neighboring Fire Districts in exploring means to become more efficient by the sharing of 
resources.  At its meeting of October 30th, Newport Fire, Depoe Bay Fire and Central Coast Rescue 
agreement to develop a plan that combines administrative functions of each department.   
 
STIP Submittal for Initial Exploration of Modifying/Replacing the Yaquina Bay Bridge:  City and 
County staff are working together to develop a STIP project for the State to begin the initial process 
of developing alternatives to modify or replace the Yaquina Bay Bridge.  A project that likely will 
take decades to complete, the time to begin the process is now.    
 
Fire Department Staff Meeting:  I attended a Fire Department Staff meeting.  Chief Paige and Fire 
Department staff are to be acknowledged for their ability to talk through various issues to ensure we 
have a well functioning and safe Fire Department.  It is evident there is trust and respect at all levels 
within the Fire Department.  The remodel of the Fire Department is complete.  Councilors are 
invited to stop by and get a tour. 
 



Police Department Deploys Vehicle Boot:  On November 2nd the Police Department placed a 
vehicle boot on a vehicle which had more than seven unpaid parking fines between October 27, 
2011 and July 11, 2012.  Notices sent to the registered owner were ignored and attempts to collect 
the unpaid parking fines were disregarded. As a result, the vehicle was immobilized where it was 
parked in the 500 block of NW 3rd Street. 
 
Council Audit Committee: A Council Audit Committee has been scheduled for November 8th at 
9:00am in Conference Room A of city Hall.  As Council will recall, Mayor McConnell and 
Councilor Allen make up the Audit Committee.

The structure is 
located at 821 SW 10th St.  The structure is being demolished at the request of the owner, Samaritan 
Pacific Health Services.  
 
Filling the Open HR Position:  The initial cut-off date to apply for the open HR position has closed.  
Staff is in the process of short-listing the applicants to three or four with interviews scheduled on 
December 4th.  It is hoped to have a person on-board shortly after the first of the year. 
 
Yaquina Bridge STIP Project:  Representatives of the City and County met with ODOT 
representative John DeTar to discuss planning for the replacement/modification of the Yaquina 
bridge.  Based on this meeting, Council should anticipate consideration of a STIP project at its 
meeting of November 19th. 
 
Lawson Property – Business Oregon Shovel Ready Designation:  The City is actively assisting Mr.

Building activity included three new single-family dwellings, seven residential remodels, installation of two solar 
arrays, four commercial renovations, a retaining wall, and temporary signs.  The land use actions were two 
urban growth boundary amendments, a street vacation and an estuarine permit. 
 
STATUS OF MAJOR CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS  
 
Port Terminal Project:  In-water work on pilings and related structures is ongoing.  City to final when all 
construction is completed. 
 
Lincoln County School District:  Finish work is underway on new classrooms at the Prep Academy, Sam Case 
Elementary, and High School.  Finish work is also being performed on the new elementary school gym. 
 
O’Reilly Auto Parts:  To locate on the former Big Guys Diner site.  Architect is preparing building plans and 
anticipates construction after the first of the year. 
 
Umpqua Bank:  Architect is working on a design for the new bank and anticipates submitting for a building 
permit by 2/1/13. 
 
Nazarene Church Outreach/Community Center:  Perimeter foundation in place for footings and the structure is 
enclosed.  Concrete slab has been poured. 
 
Walgreens:  City Council authorized a new street vacation ordinance on 11/5/12 addressing concerns raised by 
the developer’s lender.  Developer is obtaining signatures from all of the owners so that the legal documents 
can be recorded and development can proceed. 
 
Fred Meyer:  Final inspection completed for plumbing work.  Contractor is awaiting parts for the elevator, and is 
to install bus shelter and additional parking lot striping prior to final electrical and occupancy permit being issued. 
 
Teevin Bros. Log Yard:  Anticipates submitting for grading permits by the end of the year. 
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SIGNIFICANT PLANNING PROJECTS 
 
Safe Haven Hill Tsunami Evacuation Improvements:  On 11/5/12 the Council/URA authorized the expenditure 
of up to $20,000 of interim improvements while the City awaits word on whether or not its grant application for a 
more extensive set of improvements will be funded by FEMA.  Interim work includes brush clearing, minor 
leveling of the top of the hill, and installation of a gravel path along the existing site access.  Staff has submitted 
for a permit from ODOT and is awaiting their decision. 
 
Creation of Land Bank for Work Force Housing:  Top implementation priority of Housing Study adopted by the 
City Council on 6/20/11.  Staff is working with stakeholders to develop an ordinance to provide a framework for 
how the “Land Bank” and “Housing Fund” should function. 
 
Vacation Rental Code Update:  At this time 82 applications for VRD or B&B endorsements have been submitted 
to the City.  The City has conducted 34 inspections, 16 of which have passed.  For those applications that have 
yet to pass, fire egress out of bedroom windows, lack of GFCI outlets, inadequate hand railing or guard rails on 
staircases (primarily on decks), and strapping on water heaters were the primary issues. 
 
Transportation System Plan Update:  City Council adopted the Transportation System Plan amendments on 
11/5/12.  New zoning code chapters for Transportation Impact Analysis studies and Improvements for infill 
development are effective 12/5/12.  Staff is preparing informational materials for applicants.  The trip budget 
program will become effective once the County and State adopt the proposal.  Staff is working with the County 
to get their package of amendments scheduled for adoption. 
 
Agate Beach Street and Recreation Enhancements:  FHWA announced that the project will be grant funded on 
8/2/12 in the amount of $557,696.  City is awaiting grant agreement paperwork from ODOT, who administers 
the program for our state. 
 
Territorial Sea Planning Process:  DLCD is continuing to work on developing viewshed maps and a policy 
framework for reviewing future wave energy projects.  The City and County will conduct a joint work session on 
11/26/12 to discuss and potentially comment on draft proposals. 
 
Reservoir UGB Amendment and Annexation:  The Planning Commission and DLCD provided comments on our 
preliminary concept for the reservoir UGB expansion.  Staff is preparing an application in consultation with the 
City Attorney.  A draft should be ready for Commission consideration and potential initiation of the UGB 
amendment process in December/January. 
 
Forest Park Designation:  The Council designated City property next to Big Creek Road as a “Forest Park” and 
established a management strategy for the park at its 11/5/12 meeting.  Staff has forwarded an adopt-a-park 
application to the Oregon Coast Community Forest Association who will consider it at their next meeting. 
 
US 101 Utility Undergrounding:  Staff is to provide Central Lincoln PUD with a formal written request that they 
initiate work on preparing an estimate for undergrounding utilities along US 101.  The letter is being prepared.  
This may lead into a broader conversation about how the franchise agreement might be adjusted moving 
forward.  That agreement expires in December of 2018. 
 
Newport Economic Opportunity Analysis:  Council adopted the EOA on 10/1/12.  Staff is to reform the Technical 
Advisory Committee to prepare a work plan, position description, and funding recommendations for a business 
recruitment/coordinator function.  This will be timed to inform upcoming budget discussions. 
 
COMMITTEE WORK 
 
Planning Commission:  The Commission held meetings on 10/8/12 and 10/22/12.  Work sessions on both dates 
were dedicated to a discussion about potential UGB amendments for the old quarry site off of NE 71st Street 
and the City reservoir properties.  At a regular session on 10/8, the Commission approved a final order for the 
120-unit, Blue Water Ridge assisted living facility and held a hearing on the designation of Forest Park. 
 
Parking Districts:  The Nye Beach Parking District met on 10/9/12 to discuss the status of the 3rd street sidewalk 
project, close the loop on landscaping at the PAC, and to review business license surcharge assessments.  
They authorized the expenditure of approximately $8,000 towards 3rd street sidewalk lighting.  Neither the Bay 
Front nor the City Center Parking Districts held meetings in October.

Professional Involvement: 
 
The Library Director continues to work on a committee, established by the Oregon Library Association and the 
Oregon State Library, to rewrite The Oregon Public Library Standards.  There are seven specific standards to 
be revised.  He is Chair of the Governance Subcommittee and will also be working with the Facilities and 
Access subcommittees.  Again, the goal is to have the standards completely rewritten by summer of 2013.   
 
Other Library News 

 
On October 19, the library began using the “Automated Calling” module of our new software.  Patrons with 
available holds or overdue items are now getting calls from the computer.  This automated way of contacting 
patrons has a number of advantages: 1) it gets the news to our patrons much sooner.  2) It frees volunteers to 
do other tasks.  3) It saves the cost of postage – $1,000 a year or more.   

 
We have been extremely busy over the past month.  Just this past week (October 16 – 22), we had 3,766 
patrons through the door.  When patron visits mount up like this, a lot of things start happening: 1) There are 
more returned items than carts to put them on. 2) We have many, many more patron to staff and patron to 
patron interactions.  3) We have people waiting to get on the internet.  4) There are more people than tables, 
and chairs for them to use.  5) The Children’s area is quite noisy and by the end of the day, it’s a wreck.   

 
On October 15, we had to call the police on a patron run amok in the library.  He was screaming and swearing 
at the top of his lungs – this just after 11:00 in the morning.  He was arrested outside the library for criminal 
trespass and disorderly conduct.  The police used our recorded video surveillance to get pictures of this guy’s 
antics for their files.  This kind of thing doesn’t happen often, but when it does, it’s hard on everyone.  I escorted 
a couple of women to their cars because they were afraid to go outside, and two staff members were quite 
shaken up.  One went home immediately after the incident to calm herself before coming back to work later in 
the day.   

 
I asked staff to prepare a report on long overdue materials and the value of these materials in dollars to the 
library.  There are over 400 patrons with items that are at least 6 months overdue.  The value of these items is 
over $32,000.  I see this as a real problem.   This is a long engrained issue at Newport Public Library.  To the 
best of my knowledge, no concerted effort has ever been made to recover items that don’t get returned to the 
library.  If we are to come to any real solution for this problem, it will take a concerted effort on behalf of staff, the 
Board and City Council to do so.  Affecting cultural change is never easy and often painful.

Regarding the recently purchased engines and light rescue unit, personnel have been training on the new 
engines, one engine has been outfitted with tools and equipment, radios installed, etc. and is now being used; the 
other is just awaiting a few pieces of equipment and will be ready any day.  The new engines will be outfitted 
identically and be housed at the main Newport station. The other two engines will be housed at the South Beach 
Station and the new Agate Beach Station. 

The purchase of the Agate Beach Station (3400) has been completed, and we are now working on getting 
phones, a computer, some furniture, a radio and a few other essentials. We are looking at promoting Brian Haggerty 
to volunteer Captain at the beginning of the year, at the same time as our promotion of three career Captains, and 
we would assign Brian as the station Captain at Agate Beach. 
 
Building Improvements – Work is pretty much complete upstairs at Station 3200. Rob and I have moved our 
offices upstairs, the dayroom is now upstairs, the old dayroom is now a conference room, and the old offices 
downstairs are now office/bunk rooms for the crew. We are adding one slot for volunteer signup for each shift 
(though we still need more volunteers to be able to fill them all). This increase in volunteer staffing is available as a 
result of the recent SAFER Grant. 
 
Regional Collaboration Opportunities – The planning group has had two more meetings, and the group has 
been very positive and productive, in my opinion. At the last meeting, the representative from ESCI recommended 
that we enter into an “ORS190 agreement” to share administrative services. Lane County Fire Authority recently 
did this, and they had representatives available at our meeting to answer questions regarding this concept. The 
Central Coast Fire District also expressed official interest in participating in such an effort. 
 
 It was the consensus of the group, that we should proceed with developing an agreement to share administrative 
services between the City of Newport, Newport RFPD, Depoe Bay RFPD, and Central Coast RFPD. They asked 
the fire chiefs to provide some possible organization charts, including roles and responsibilities, so the group could 
get a better feel for what this might entail. The full recommendation is on the fire department’s website, and I 
would encourage all councilors to review it when they have a few minutes. I would also like to extend and offer to 
meet with new councilors before they take office, and explain the history to date, the recommendations, and try to 
answer any questions they may have. Dr. Beemer is their representative on the collaboration committee, and I’m 
sure he would be willing to spend some time with them as well. 
 
I’ve attached a couple of sample options to illustrate what a combined administration between the City of Newport, 
Newport RFPD, Central Coast RFPD and Depoe Bay RFPD (which we are calling “Central Coast Fire Authority”) 
might look like. 
 
Operations 

• We had 132 calls for service in August, and the increase in activity continues this year with 1,430 calls in the 
first ten months of 2012. 

•  Captain promotional interviews will be completed this week, and we plan to make promotions effective 
January 1. Payroll is making the changes necessary to begin assigning “acting captains” in December. 

 
 

 



 
 

 

• With Tracy Cole limited to light duty work and Andy Parker soon to be off (FMLA), Tom Jackson is once 
again working as a temporary employee. We are limited in the amount of hours he can work (PERS rules), 
so I am recommending that we hire him as regular full-time firefighter effective December 1st, with the 
understanding that the position may be terminated at any time.  I anticipate enough savings in our overtime 
and temporary employee budgets to cover the costs of hiring Jackson.  Looking forward, I am confident 
that with the lower cost of the new firefighter rank, we can generate enough savings in overtime to almost 
cover the cost in future years, an option I plan to address during next year’s budget process. 

•  The vast majority of incidents continue to occur in the downtown area (Station 3200 response area). We are 
monitoring the calls and response times, and if we can hire the one new firefighter position, when Cole and 
Parker are both back to duty I would like to move the rest of the staffing from the south station to the main 
station. This would provide three on duty in the daytime (unless one is on vacation or sick) and four or five 
on duty at night (with volunteers).

 Status:  All nine (9) manholes have had their lid elevations raised above the base 

flood level.  Work has been temporarily put on hold until the manhole 
rehabilitation lining system is available (week of November 19th).  

 Next Task:  Re-line the manholes, CCTV inspect the sewer lines, and perform spot 
repairs. 

 Budget:  $234,985 
 Description:  This project will address infiltration and inflow issues that are contributing to 

sanitary sewer backups at the Big Creek Lift Station. In addition, the 
backwash water from the new water treatment plant will be discharged to this 
system. For these reasons, the Big Creek sanitary sewer system between 
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Hwy 101 and Big Creek Road will be replaced and the pipe size increased 
through pipe bursting.  

  
 Project:  Big Creek Road Landslide Repairs   
Project Number:  2011-003   
 Status:  Design revisions have been submitted to FEMA for review.  FEMA is performing 

an additional (cursory) environmental evaluation.  Additionally, FEMA will 
evaluate the Pre-Design to ensure that the least cost alternative is implemented.  
FEMA review has been delayed due to the storm emergencies on the East 
Coast. 

 Next Task:  Review FEMA comments and include in the Final Design package.  
 Budget:  $750,000         
 Description:  This project will restore Big Creek Road. Heavy rainfall in January of 2011 

caused portions of the road to slide away, making the road unsafe for 
vehicles and jeopardizing a buried water main and electrical and 
telecommunications overhead transmission lines. This project is 75% funded 
through FEMA.     

 
 Project:  Hwy 101 Sewer & Water Improvements   
Project Number:  2011-008   
 Status: Installed approximately 1,850 linear feet of sanitary sewer along US-101 and 

SE 43rd Street. 
 Next Task: Clean up of the sanitary sewer installation and preparation for waterline 

installation at SE 62nd Street. 
 Budget: $1.3MM 
 Description:  This project replaces undersized and aging water pipes in the South Beach 

area, improving water capacity and pressure. In addition, sanitary sewer 
pipes are being extended allowing adjacent properties to connect to City 
services, thereby abandoning aging septic systems. The extension of water 
and sewer services in this area allows future residential and commercial 
growth in South Beach. This project is primarily funded through South Beach 
Urban Renewal. 

 
 Project: Street Overlays and Improvements 
Project Number:  2012-017   
 Status:  The Contract has been signed and scheduling/scope is being finalized. 
 Next Task:  Start the grinding on the grinding on NE 20th and NE 2nd Streets. 
 Budget:  $144,146.30

Mayor and Council, 
 
At last night’s meeting, Councilor Allen asked what the City’s cost difference was 
between the V-C Health Insurance Plan and the High Deductable-HSA/VEBA 
Health Insurance Plan for Police Bargaining Unit employees.  The City will pay a 
approximately $36,400 annually more in premiums for the V-C Plan compared to 
the premium cost of the High Deductable Plan plus the City’s contribution to the 
HSA/VEBA.   As a rule of thumb, the annual cost difference between the V-C 
Plan and High Deductable-HSA/VEBA Plan per employee is approximately $2,100 
in calendar year 2013 and will increase to $2,400 in calendar year 2014 when 
the City’s contribution to the HSA/VEBA is slightly reduced from $3,000/family to 
$2,700/family.  With next year’s PERS increase for Police employees, our health 
and pension costs for police department employees is something to watch.
